Having seen the Meat/Grain Ratio grid, you hopefully understand why a grain is our first ingredient.  It allows us to put that much more meat in the food, saturating it with essential amino acids.

Our nutritionist deliberately chose a grade one, non-genetically modified corn to enhance the success of our food.

Over 60% of the naturally occurring fat available from corn is the Essential Fatty Acid, Linoleic Acid aka Omega-6, which is very beneficial for skin and coat condition.  The corn used in our dog food is not raw corn, but a dry cooked meal product.

It has been trendy to indict corn for not being as digestible as 

rice, but if you check the stats from a recent study you will see that the difference is miniscule vs. the benefits derived from corn.
